or service that offers a broad array of resources and
services, such as e-mail, forums, search engines, and
online shopping malls. The first Web portals were
online services, such as AOL, that provided access to
the Web, but by now most of the traditional search
engines have transformed themselves into Web portals
to better provide current and relevant information to
larger audiences.

What is a Web portal?

MyU is the official University of Minnesota Web
portal and is your cyber link to the University’s online
community! 

MyU is personalized just for you. Information you 
have provided to the U, such as your college affiliation,
helps the system display information that makes sense
to you. Additionally MyU gives you the power to make
choices for yourself. As a result, no two portal views 
are exactly alike. Your view is designed to meet your
specific needs.

Start by visiting myu.umn.edu, and sign in using your
U of M Internet ID and password. MyU will provide
you with the most current information about student
activities, academic opportunities, U of M events,
discussion boards, online tools and resources, and so
much more!

By signing into your MyU account, you receive U of
M information designated specifically for you. Your
portal view will contain college-specific information,
access to your schedule and grades, library resources
that apply to your program, and the ability to
customize that information just for you!

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MyU:A Personalized Site
Whether you are a first-year student, a student in your
senior year, or a member of the faculty or staff, MyU
will keep you up-to-date on events and opportunities
that can broaden your connection with the University
of Minnesota and all of its constituent communities.

Your Internet ID (X.500) tells MyU specific
information about who you are: your college and
major, your class identity, etc. This allows the system 
to only display information in your view that relates 
to you.

The newest version of
MyU has been created
with several portal pages
in each view. These pages
are organized by tabs
along the top of the view
and contain information
specific to the user.

For example, undergraduate students will see tabs with
topics like, “my Finances & Daily Living” and “my
Courses.” All views have a “my Library” tab; for
students, that tab will display resources and links that
relate to their area of study, as well as tools that allow
them to conduct online research. 

MyU is a convenient location that consolidates many 
of the University’s online resources just by signing in.
Check e-mail, update your UMCal online calendar,
view to-do lists, and receive important One Stop
notifications.

So sign in and see what your MyU view has for you!

If you use a public computer, be
sure to completely sign out of MyU,
or any other online tool.

Are you the kind of
person who is very
organized, or is your
system a little more
random?

Living in Online Communities
With so many people using online communities to
connect with one another, it is important to carefully
consider the information you choose to place online.
Sharing too much personal information, including your
address, telephone number, birthday, class schedule, etc.,
can put you at risk for identity theft, stalking, harassment,
and other problems. Just because there is a field for
certain information does not mean you have to fill it in.

Many sites allow you to select different privacy settings so
that you can control who can view your profile, postings,
etc. You should make sure you choose the setting that
gives you the privacy you desire. Remember that on
Facebook.com potentially anyone with a “umn.edu”
account (including all students, faculty, staff, and alumni)
can access your profile.

Pictures or other evidence of illegal behavior, such as
underage drinking, could put you at risk for legal
consequences, including violations of the Student
Conduct Code and Housing and Residential Life policies.
It is natural to want to share pictures or stories that
include you and your friends online. However, you should
check with your friends first to make sure that they do
not object to being included in whatever you are posting.
You should ask them to show you the same courtesy.

This information is not intended to scare you away from
online communities. The U of M just wants to make sure
that you make choices that allow you to experience the
benefits of these sites and avoid unwanted situations.

Some of the materials that you or others may post on
your site might be of an inappropriate or embarrassing
nature and may reflect poorly on you, your friends,
family, or on members of organizations with which you
are affiliated. It is possible that current or potential
employers may have access to some of these sites and
may make decisions affecting your employment based
on what they see.

Personal and private information
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
